HLD-NAC software installation and use.
Download
The software can be downloaded from the author’s website:
www.stevenabbott.co.uk/HLD-NAC as a single .zip file. A Help file (which contains some background explanation), some key papers by Prof Acosta on the HLD-NAC theory and a Powerpoint presentation on the theory are also available for download.

Please note:
This software is offered free of charge by Prof Steven Abbott (the author of the software) and Prof Edgar Acosta (the person behind the theory) to the surfactant community in the hope that the power of this formulation approach will be used across the industry. The theory and the software both have limitations, and the database is currently very small. We hope that users will offer suggestions/corrections and also provide their own data for the key properties so that the whole surfactant community can beneft.

Installation
At this stage of development, it is not worth providing a full install system. Instead the program is provided as a single .zip file which is unzipped into a folder of the user’s choice. The program is run by double-clicking on the .exe file.

Requirements
The software is written in Microsoft’s official programming environment – the DotNet Framework. It is therefore “standard” in the way it interacts with the Windows environment and should therefore work in XP, Vista and Windows 7. However it requires the Microsoft DotNet Framework 4.x to be installed on the user’s machine. This is a free download from Microsoft. It might require Admin privileges before it can be installed.

Security
The software does NOT write to any folders other than its original folder. It does NOT interact with the Registry. It does NOT contact the Internet or send any hidden information.

Obviously the software is not security protected or locked to a machine.

Version information
The version of the software is always visible when you run it. Please check the website from time to time to see if a later version is available. Because of the policy of no internet interaction, the software does NOT do automatic checks for updates and as we don’t require registration we do not know who the users are so cannot issue email reminders about updates.
